Dear Product Owner:
What is the reason for the notice?

in cooperation with the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission, Milwaukee Electric Tool Corporation
("Milwaukee") is voluntarily recalling certain 14.4 V 2.4 Ah NiCd battery packs manufactured between
September 1999 and February 2004 and certain 18 V 2.4 Ah NiCd battery packs manufactured between
July 1999 and February 2004. Milwaukee is taking this action because there is a risk that if an ovef-
pressure vent on a battery cell inside the battery packs becomes damaged or compromised during use
the pack could explode. If an explosion occurs, serious injury can result.

What is affected by this recall?

* 14.4V 24 Ah NiCd Battery packs {Catalog Number 48-11-1024, Grainger stock number 5PP48)
that were manufactured between September 1999 and February 2004 by Milwaukee Electric Tool
Corporation, then a subsidiary of Atlas-Copco North America.

* 18V 2.4 Ah NiCd Battery packs (Catalog Number 48-11-2230, Grainger stock number 5PP50) that
were manufactured between July 1999 and February 2004 by Milwaukee Electric Tool Corporation,
then a subsidiary of Atias-Copco North America.

» This recall does not affect battery packs manufactured after February 2004. All battery packs
manufactured after February 2004 have a different design.

i your 14.4 V and 18 V 2.4 Ah NiCd battery packs are within the date code range shown on the
attached Safety Recall Poster, please return them to Milwaukee and Milwaukee will provide you with
replacement batteries at no charge (Call foll free 1-800-729-3878 for a postage-paid shipping label
and shipping instructions). To check the date code, look on the bottom of the battery pack for the
white or gray stamped date code. The Date Code is made up of the week and year of manufacture.
The “8” indicates the location of manufacture and is irrelevant to the recall. Example: 37038 was
made in the 37th week of 2003.
