Chem Sci 310A-E and 312 A-E

The Space committee discussed the situation of Chem Sci 310 and 312, currently assigned to CS (graduate students). The department of Chemical Engineering had submitted a space plan for the same space that was allocated to the Psychology program at the July 14, 2004 meeting of the space committee, after a month-long deliberation to find space for the immediate programmatic needs of the School of Business, Social Sciences, and Education (Psychology).

The space committee acknowledges that there should have been better communication with the department of Chemical Engineering back in July. However, comparing the usage proposed by Chemical Engineering and the immediate needs addressed in July (immediate need for faculty offices, graduate student offices, 35+ undergraduates in new psychology program), the committee stands by its allocation with one qualification: If new space (possible Phase II of Fisher or new Business School) or other space becomes available on campus which is better suited for education (psychology), psychology will move and  310 and 312 will become available for Chemical Engineering.

2.
Decommissioning of U space in the M&M building

This is mainly high-bay area with associated laboratory facilities. Proposals from engineering, science and technology units will be sought for best usage of this space.

The space committee will schedule a walk-through which includes this area and other spaces to arrive at optimal space assignments.

Academic Office building and Annex

SBE will be able to move into Academic Office Bld 120-121 when Social Sciences (environmental policy grad students) can move out and into the psychology space on the second floor which becomes available after psychology moves into the Chem Sci space (see 1.). The CS graduate students in Chem Sci are expected to move within the next 2 weeks which can trigger the necessary renovations etc. Realistically, it will be summer until all the pieces of the domino fall into place and SBE can move into 120-121. A June or July date should work for the new expected SBE faculty. (Annex: SS is working with Bill Blumhardt on the annex issue (notably asbestos) to make the space suitable for their industrial archaeology program.)
