1. Formal Allocation of Academic Office Building-Annex to Social Sciences

The space committee approved unanimously that the space on the second floor of the annex will be allocated to the Department of Social Sciences after the Michigan Department of Community Health moves out. Most of the office space is available for immediate use. The department should rethink its longer-term plans: the second floor is not usable for class- or seminar rooms. If the library moves its storage items to the new library building, Social Sciences can use the basement for curatorial storage. 
2. Allocation of Fisher Hall space after Computer Science moves to the new addition

The space committee approved unanimously that the space vacated by Computer Science after its move to the new addition will be divided between Mathematical Sciences, Physics, and the School of Business and Economics in the following way to satisfy the respective departments' space needs for tenured/tenure track faculty, graduate students, and student laboratory space:

3. International Enterprise space request by Pat Joyce

The request was referred back to first coordinate with the Dean of the School of Business and Economics. It was pointed out that the new ATDC center was constructed to house enterprises. It was also pointed out that the new library has group meeting spaces that can be reserved.


This request reminded Paris and Seel to follow up with developing a draft to 
formalize space requests. Both will meet before the next meeting of the space 
committee to develop such a draft.

4. Moving Institutional Analysis and Internal Audit back to campus.


Dan Greenlee gave an update. He was encouraged to look for space for both units in the Administration building. Such space may be available after the recent reorganizations and staff reductions. He will update the space committee at the next meeting.
5. Tae Kwon Do and ROTC building


A new conflict arose, probably due to the shift of scheduling hours from 5 pm to 6 pm: Taek-Won-Do pointed out that ROTC has classes scheduled on Wednesday/Friday from 7-8pm which hinders their scheduling 2 hour blocks. Seel will talk to ROTC to get a better understanding of the current conflict.
