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I'd like to thank the Sabbatical Leave Committee and the University for my year-long sabbatical which enabled me to complete the following work.

I completed the research for the theoretical portions of my book-in-progress; I reorganized it; and I clarified the argument. Now titled The Animal Who Writes, the book has eight chapters. I completed good drafts of four chapters (about 170 manuscript pages) and rough drafts of two others.
